As our second-graders receive the Eucharist for the first time this May, we cannot help but be inspired by their enthusiasm for their faith. Several of our Religious Education teachers have created a way to build upon that enthusiasm over the summer months. They have developed a program called Angels, which is designed to help children between the ages of 6 and 10 enhance their spirituality through arts and crafts, field trips and service projects.
Angels—a name the children chose themselves—was created by St. Thomas Religious Education Teachers Darren Boehm, Mary Iosue, Kim Mance, Wendy Proodian and Kelly Quinlan. In finger painting, we’ll find the finger prints of God.”
