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Where is Your Spiritual Compass Calling You?

Where is your spiritual compass calling you? That is the theme for our Ongoing Ministry Fair, which will begin in March. This is a ministry fair with a twist. Typically, a parish will take a weekend to set up booths and have ministry leaders available to talk about the many ways parishioners can serve. But the twist at St. Thomas will be that the fair will take place over a year, with a different ministry highlighted every two weeks.

The idea came from Pat Archfield, Chairperson of St. Thomas Outreach Ministry. It’s actually two ideas in one.

“I had gone to a ministry conference, and one of the presenters used the word “compass” to talk about what direction each of us is going in our spiritual life,” Pat said. “I liked the image of a compass, drawing us to it. It’s as if the Holy Spirit is the magnate pulling us toward faith.”

The inspiration for the rolling-fair concept had a less serious, but still useful, origin. “It was the Red Sox and the rolling rally they had after winning the World Series,” Pat said. “That gave me the idea for a rolling ministry fair.”

The fair will be a wonderful opportunity to explore your spiritual direction, to ask yourself: What are my gifts? How can I fulfill my baptismal call? Where will I direct my talents within the St. Thomas community? We’ll be setting up a graphic of a compass in the church on the left side of the altar, listing the 19 ministries in the parish. Use it as a way to focus your attention and to ponder your role.

Then listen to the ministry presenters at Mass. Talk to them after Mass. Take the opportunity to get to know them and your parish better. There will be information about each featured ministry in the bulletin. And on this web page, we will highlight the two featured ministries for that month. So make sure to check back here.

Finding direction in faith, as in life, is an ongoing process. Make this the year in which you discern where your spiritual compass is calling you.
