Parish Volunteers Are Still Helping Biloxi Rebuild.

Nineteen St. Thomas parishioners traveled to Biloxi, MS, to help residents who, two years after Hurricane Katrina, still have not been able to return to their homes. “I think that what struck most of us is the fact that there had been so much progress done in the year since we had been there, and yet there is still so much need,” said Deacon Cliff King, who went on the trip. “There are still people who are crying out to get help, and it’s slow in coming.” The St. Thomas parishioners worked on three projects. They installed electrical wiring with a group from North Carolina; painted; put in new windows; installed kitchen cabinets and a new floor; installed plugs, lights and switches; built a deck; and reconnected water service, to mention just a few of the tasks involved.
